Once the paint is
dry, you will utilize negative or positive painting and
glazing to use your underpainting to your advantage.
A process of endless possibilities of realistic,
impressionistic and abstract paintings.

The 3 day workshop will cover yupo, watercolor

paper and hot pressed paper as this technique can
be done on a variety of papers. Libit has been
exploring using textures in her paintings for several
years. She believes a positive attitude combined
with adventuristic spirit will carry you through
anything. Libit says, “We will be busy but we will
have fun”. She is a popular instructor well-known
along the sun coast of Florida. She is a signature
member of the Florida Watercolor Society and is
currently the President.
